en into custody by 
law enforcement 
officials in Line-
ville, Alabama on May 5.  
   Manuel Kevin Dutra, 26, was transport-
ed back to Altus and booked into the Jack-
son County Jail Thursday evening.  
   Dutra is charged with Willfully Dis-
charges a Deadly Weapon Into a Dwelling.    
   Murphy said that Altus Police investigat-
ed a string of shootings in late October of 
2019 where multiple homes suffered dam-
age from gunfire. There were no injuries 
reported.  
Dutraôs bond has been set at $250,000.

   Altusô City Manager Gary Jones dis-
cussed an issue with KWHW/KQ-106ôs 
Cameron Dole this morning to clear up a 
miscommunication that has been troubling 
some citizens in Altus. According to Jones, 
there was a recent newspaper article that 
talked about the City of Altus tracking 
citizens by their cell phones. 
   ñWe are absolutely not tracking citi-
zens,ò said Jones. ñWhat we actually did 
was subscribed to a service that can tell us 
on a particular time in an area how many 

mobile devices there are, itôs like a three or 
four day delay.ò  
   ñWe subscribed to the service because 
we are working on our budget for next 
year,ò said Jones. This services gives sub-
scribers the number of mobile devices 
around particular types of business. For 
instance grocery stores.   
   Jones said that the service can compare 
how many devices are around groceries 
stores from one time period to another. For 
instant it showed a spike in March at gro-

cery stores because people were buying 
and stocking up on food.  
  ñIt allows us see those different patterns 
and trends to determine to estimate what 
the revenues are from sales taxes for the 
city,ò he explained. 
  ñWe donôt know who the mobile devices 
belong to and we donôt have their phone 
numbers,ò said Jones, ñAnd we donôt want 
to do that. We are just using some historic 
information to estimate some revenues for 
budgeting information.ò

   Strong to severe storms are possible today into tonight. Large 
hail, damaging wind, and heavy rain/flooding are the main con-
cerns. The tornado potential is low. 
   Showers and storms will be possible into early this afternoon, 
mainly across portions of north central and central Oklahoma. 
A few of these storms could become strong to severe with large 
hail up to ping pong balls possible. 
   Later this afternoon, additional storms are expected to devel-
op and move across portions of Oklahoma and north Texas. 
The greatest potential for severe storms will be with this activi-
ty. There is some uncertainty as to the area that will be affected 
with these storms due to where a weak cold front/outflow 
boundary ends up this afternoon, but the most likely area right 
now, seems to be across portions of central and southern Okla-
homa and western north Texas, generally near and south of I-
40. Hail up to the size of baseballs and damaging winds up to 
80 mph will be possible. Heavy rain could also lead to flooding 
in some areas this afternoon and tonight.
